
ColorLogic DocBees Profile Tagger

This configurator drives ColorLogic DocBees Profile Tagger. DocBees Profile Tagger is a very special kind of color management preflighting tool that automatically identifies the profile that suits a CMYK separation best. Working at breakneck speed, the tool analyzes both TIFF and JPEG image data, as well as all images in PDF files, assigns them the most suitable profiles and, if required, embeds these profiles in the file. With the tool you are able to check if images in a PDF/X file are correctly tagged or are fitting to the output intent. This avoids a situation where, for example, an undetected, incorrectly assigned profile (e.g. a SWOP profile) is assigned to your ISO Coated V2 data, and your data are then incorrectly converted in a downstream color workflow.
Detecting the application
This configurator implements the following mechanisms to detect the presence of the

Connections

This configurator allows multiple outgoing connections. Data files that are put through the Profile Tagger can be sorted according to status after processing. In this context, you can make a distinction between files that are OK (analogous to green and cyan-colored document information), those for which a warning has been issued (analogous to yellow document information), and errored files (analogous to red document information). In addition you may decide to route data and log files into separate output locations. The log file is a PDF report containing detailed information for every file to be checked.  
Properties

	Property
	Description

	Name
	The name of the flow element displayed in the canvas

	Configuration
	Allows to choose from a list of configurations defined upfront in the GUI of DocBees Profile Tagger. A configuration defines the checking and tagging properties of the flow element. If you wish to define all properties manually you must select the „Custom“ configuration

	Default Profile
	Available with the „Custom“ configuration. This allows you to make a preliminary selection of the most likely CMYK ICC profile when working with images or image objects in PDF files that do not have an embedded profile. If it is not desired to select such a profile select „none“ from the list. A selected Default Profile replaces an existing output intent in a PDF/X file, and is written into the tagged file as the new output intent.

	Prefer Output Intent
	Available with the „Custom“ configuration. If you wish to take the output intent of your PDF/X file into account during analysis, set the Prefer Output Intent option to „Yes“. If you wish to use the Default Profile instead of the output intent select „No“.

	Analyse Only
	Available with the „Custom“ configuration. If the Analyze Only option is set to „Yes“, your files are merely analyzed, but the file is not modified. A detailed PDF report may be generated on request - see Write Report property. If the Analyze Only option is set to „No“, not only can a report be generated, but a new file is additionally created and tagged with the profiles indicated in the report. 

	Write Report
	Available with the „Custom“ configuration. If set to „Yes“ a comprehensive PDF report is generated for each file being analyzed or tagged. If set to „No“ no report is generated. When setting the connection you may decide to route the PDF report in the same output folder as your data when selecting „Data with log“ or in a separate folder when selecting „Log“.

	Profiles
	Available with the „Custom“ configuration. When „Select many from library“ is chosen a dialog pops up. All CMYK profiles on your system are shown on the left side. Select as many profiles and click on the „Add >“ button to  transfer those profiles one by one to the right window side. You specify the profiles in respect of which you want DocBees Profile Tagger to analyze your files in addition to the Default Profile.

	Profile Replacement
	Available with the „Custom“ configuration. Specify the rules according to which ICC profiles are to be embedded in your files. You have a choice of four options:

- Always use better profiles results in the best-matching profile always being tagged. Embedded profiles are taken into account during analysis, but may well be replaced by profiles that are only a slightly better match.

- Only use significantly better profiles only overwrites an existing embedded profile if the replacement profile is considerably better. This prevents replacement in the event of there being only marginal differences between the profiles.

Untagged elements are tagged with the profile that matches best.

This setting is recommended as the default setting.

- If you select Don't replace tagged profiles, tagged elements are not overwritten, even if a better profile is available. Other objects not having an embedded profile are treated in exactly the same way as with the Only use significantly better profiles option.

- If you select Always replace tagged profiles, embedded profiles are completely ignored, and the profile offering the best match is always embedded.
